ONLY ONE SKILLS EVENT PER PLAYER - SIGN UP AFTER CEREMONIES

1. Skills Event #1 = Home Run Derby #40 Only
a. 2 Players per team - register with field organizer holding clipboard
b. Each Player will get 2 swings off the tee
c. Individual awards for 1st and 2nd

d. There are mutiple hitting stations
i. 8AA-LF line = 150'
ii. 8U LCF = 150'
iii. 7U-RCF = 130'
iv. 6U-RF line = 120'
v. Tees and Balls Provided

2. Skills Event #2 = Base Speed Race F#41 Warning Track Areas
a. 4 Players per team - register team with field organizer holding clipboard.
b. Each race will be timed running from marked distances in foul territory.
c. The starter will start 2 players at a time . Times will be marked for each runner.
d. Team Awards for 1st and 2nd place teams with fastest average times.
e. Areas

i. F#41 8AA and 8U = LF warning track cones = 60'
ii. F#41 7AA, 7U & 6U = RF warning track cones = 60'

3. Skills Event #3 = Around the Horn (Throws) F#41 Infield
a. 4 player per team - register team with field organizer holding clipboard.
b. Line up in foul territory

i. All 8's 3b side
ii. All 7's & 6's 1b side

c. Each Team will have a player at each base with glove. Catcher, 1b, 2b, 3b
d. This is a timed event. A ball will be placed on home plate & time will start when the catcher

picks up ball to throw to 1b, 1b throws to 2b, 2b throws to 3b, 3b throws home and when
caught, the time will stop.

e. Team with no errors only will be recorded.
f. No drops or over throws allowed
g. Team Awards for 1st and 2nd place

4. Skills Event #4 = Accuracy Throw
a. Balls Provided
b. Areas

i. All 8's in the west batting tunnel
ii. All 7's and 6's in the east batting tunnel

c. Each participant gets 2 throws at a bucket.
d. Hit inside the bucket and win a prize.
